TYPES OF HOUSING: Assignments are made in the order of the receipt of the housing request and availability of your choice 

I) STUDENT DORMS

All the rooms in student dorms are furnished (bed, wardrobe, desk and chair, in some dorms also pillows and blankets). Typically, students will have to buy a set of bed sheets after their arrival and supply their own towels, pots, cutlery etc. The dorms have internet connections, so students who bring their laptops have free access to the internet from their rooms. Rent in student dorms always includes electricity, heating and water costs, but food is not included. The University of Graz does not have a meal plan system but as the student dorms have kitchen facilities, students normally prepare most of their meals themselves. Deposits don’t have to be paid in advance, but within the first 2 weeks after arrival. 

WIST: single or double occupancy rooms, about 15-20 minutes away from the university by public transportation or bicycle. The dorms have a modern apartment-like set-up: about 6 students share a kitchen-living room and 2 bathrooms. 

Contract period and cancellation policy: The rent has to be paid for the semester and within the first 2 weeks of your stay in Graz. ATTENTION: You can only move out at the end of a semester!

OEAD: double rooms, about 15-20 minutes away from the university by public transportation or bicycle. The dorms have a modern apartment-like set-up: about 6 students share a kitchen-living room (fully equipped) and 2 bathrooms. Bed sheets & a weekly cleaning service are provided by the dorm. Deposit has to be paid in advance! 
Contract period and cancellation policy: The rent has to be paid for the semester and within the first 2 weeks of your stay in Graz. ATTENTION: You can only move out at the end of a semester!

SCHUBERTHEIM: double rooms, about 3 minutes away from the university on foot. About 20 students live on one floor and share bathroom facilities as well as a kitchen.

Contract period and cancellation policy: The rent has to be paid for the semester and within the first 2 weeks of your stay in Graz. ATTENTION: You can only move out at the end of a semester!
